Method Demonstration

Title:

How to use a Band Saw

Purpose:
To teach students how to safely and effectively a cross cut using a Band Saw.
Focus:
Zach is standing in the shop staring at the band saw with a confused look on his face.  Linsey walks in and sees Zach staring at the machine.  She asks him what exactly it is that he is doing.  Zach replies that he is trying to figure out how to play the band saw.  Then Linsey tells him that it is not an instrument to be played, it is a tool for cutting wood.
Materials:
Band Saw


1x4 piece of lumber


Pencil


Safety Glasses

Safety & Terms: 
Blade Guard
Be sure to wear protective eye wear or face shield at all times to protect eyes from sawdust and other debris.

Keep hands and fingers away from the saw blade of the band saw when in operation.


Wear proper clothing (i.e. no loose clothing, remove ties, necklaces, ties, etc.)
Preview:
1.) Set blade guard at the appropriate height


2.) Make sure it locks into place



3.) Draw curve line.
4.) Line cut line up with the blade.

5.) Turn machine on.

6.) Place left hand on the outside of the blade on the piece of wood and your right hand on the outer edge of wood.

7.) Push it all the way through, but let the blade do the work.

8.) Turn machine off

9.) Once blade stops remove wood from machine.

Demonstrate:
1.) Set blade guard at the appropriate height



2.) Make sure it locks into place

3.) Draw curve line.
