Focus:

How many of you drive? How do you steer your car?

Show and Name all equipment:
· Bridle contains a bit and reins

· Horse

· Halter

Verbal Instruction:
· Remove halter from horse’s face and slide on to neck.

· Make sure bridle is situated to correctly slip over face

· Gentle place bit in horse’s mouth

· Do not hit it’s teeth or he will fight you from then on when you put the bit in his mouth

· Check for grin or crease in horses mouth

· Pull over ears 

· Adjust buckle if needed
