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Hamilton Demonstration

Changing the Blade in a Jig Saw
Focus: 

· Has anyone ever seen Home Improvement?  Does everyone know who Tim “The Toolman” Taylor is?

· If Tim “The Toolman” Taylor was working in his shop, making a cut with a jigsaw and all of a sudden his blade broke, what would he do?

· He would need to know how to change the blade quickly so that he could get back to work.

Equipment Needed:
· A jig saw with a broken or dull blade

· Two hands

· New blade

New Terms and Safety:
· Base – the flat portion at the bottom of the saw that is placed on the stock while making the cut

· Toe – the front of the base

· Heel – the back of the base

· Lock knob – the knob a the top of the saw that is used to loosen and tighten the blade

· Guide Wheel – the wheel above the base that guides the saw blade as it cuts and prevents the blade from bending backwards

· Safety:
· Always wear eye protection

· Be sure that saw is unplugged before attempting to change the blade

· Always be sure that you install the blade in the correct position for cutting

Preview Steps:
Lift, Twist, Turn, Pull, Insert, Turn, Tighten

· Evaluate the blade and determine if it needs to be changed

· Lift the lock knob at the top of the saw

· Twist the knob to the left until the blade is loosened

· Turn the blade to the left until the tabs are unlocked from the blade socket

· Pull the blade straight out

· Insert the new blade sideways into the blade socket with the teeth facing the left

· Turn the blade to the right and align it with the guide wheel

· Tighten the lock knob by turning it to the right

Demonstration:
· Evaluate the blade and determine if it needs to be changed

· Lift the lock knob at the top of the saw

· Twist the knob to the left until the blade is loosened

· Turn the blade to the left until the tabs are unlocked from the blade socket

· Pull the blade straight out

· Insert the new blade sideways into the blade socket with the teeth facing the left

· Turn the blade to the right and align it with the guide wheel

· Tighten the lock knob by turning it to the right

Review Steps:
· Evaluate the blade and determine if it needs to be changed

· Lift the lock knob at the top of the saw

· Twist the knob to the left until the blade is loosened

· Turn the blade to the left until the tabs are unlocked from the blade socket

· Pull the blade straight out

· Insert the new blade sideways into the blade socket with the teeth facing the left

· Turn the blade to the right and align it with the guide wheel

· Tighten the lock knob by turning it to the right
