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Circular Saw Method Demonstration

The purpose of this lesson is to familiarize 7th and 8th grade agricultural science students with the purpose, uses, and safety precautions of the circular saw.

Objectives:

Upon completion of the method demonstration, students will be able to:

1. Describe the uses of the circular saw,

2. Describe the safety precautions taken in using the circular saw, and

3. Properly use the circular saw.

Steps of the Method Demonstration:
1. Focus:
One of the teachers will pretend to be about to use the circular saw.  This teacher will be using the saw improperly and violating a number of safety rules (ie. Wearing a tie, no protective eyewear).  The other teacher will bring the students’ attention to this teacher by making a big ordeal about his lack of knowledge and safety precautions concerning the circular saw.  The teacher will ask the students what they think is wrong with the situation, and this will lead into the lesson.

2. New Terms:

· Circular saw

· Safety button

· Trigger

      Equipment Needed:

· Circular saw

· Wood to cut

· Stable surface (ie. table vice, sawhorse)

· Protective eyewear

            Safety Precautions:

· Close-toed shoes

· Protective eyewear

· No loose clothing

· No jewelry

· Knowledge of the equipment and the procedure

3.  Preview Steps Verbally:

1. Make sure all safety precautions are taken.  (ie. eye protection, close-toed shoes)

2.  Set up your work area.  (ie.  wood to cut, sawhorse, vice)

3. Plug the saw properly into a source of electricity.

4. Draw a line on the wood or mark it where you want to cut.

5. Hold the saw firmly with both hands

6. Line the saw up with your line according to the marker guide on the saw.

7. Push in the safety button.

8. Pull the trigger and let go of the safety button.

9. Push the saw at a medium speed across the marked area, all the way through the wood to be cut.

10. Release the trigger to stop the blade.

11. Life the saw away from the area until the blade is stopped completely.

4. Perform the Demonstration Step-by Step

· One teacher will physically perform the demonstration, while the other teacher talks the students through the steps out loud.

      5.  Call a Student up to Participate
· The teachers will ask for a student to volunteer to perform the demonstration.

      6.  Verbally Review Each Step/Questioning to Review
