Focus:
Have you ever cut a piece of wood or a piece of metal for a project and when you go to nail it or wield it together it is either to small or it is to big. Well, today I am going to show you how to properly cut a piece of metal so you will not run into that problem again.
Materials Needed/Terms

1. Tape measure (used to measure materials)
2. Metal (can be pipe, strap, angle, or other metal materials)
3. Chalk ( used for marking on metal)

4. Chop Saw ( saw used for cutting metal can cut pipe, angle iron, and other materials) 

5. Safety Glasses 
Safety Rule:
1. Always wear your safety glasses when cutting any type of material

2. Need to wear long pants and shirt to prevent from getting burned 

3. Always make sure that the material is clamped down tightly so it will not move around whenever you are cutting it
4. Do not have hands near the saw blade when cutting the material
Steps:
1. Take tape measure and measure out the amount of material that you need

2. Take the chalk and mark the material 

3. Place the material in the chop saw and move it in the proper place so it will cut behind the line.

4. Clap the material down tightly so it will not move

5. Grab a hold the saw handle and pull the trigger

6. Slowly and firmly bring the saw blade down to the metal 

7. Once you cut through the piece of material, bring the blade back up and let go of the trigger to turn off the saw

8. After the blade stops, unclamp the metal from the saw and place scrap metal away
