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How to Safely Change the Belt on a Belt Sander

The purpose of this lesson is to familiarize student with the proper procedures to safely change the belt on a belt sander.

Objectives:

Upon the completion of this lesson the student will be able to:

1. Demonstrate safe technique to replace a worn belt   

2. Assess the steps to adjust the belt once it is replaced 

3. Modify and use the steps to replace belt on other belt sanders

Focus:

Someone has put graffiti all over your parent’s fence. Your parent sends you out to fix it with the belt sander but it just isn’t working! It runs but nothing is coming off very well. What do you do? 

List of materials:

Belt sander with worn belt
New belt
Safety Glasses

Safety/New terms:

Remove tie and pull back hair 

Remove jewelry 

Make sure to unplug belt sander

Adjustment knob – aligns belt wheel so the belt will run straight 

Waste receptacle – Trash can
Steps:

1. Make sure machine is unplugged.
2. Place belt sander so, that opening lever is facing upwards.
3. Pull lever firmly, but slowly, on the lever holding down on the sander with your opposite hand, till it catches in the up position.

4. Remove belt with both hands lifting up off of the rollers.
5. Place new belt on the belt sander.
6. Make sure belt is aligned with the rollers and the bottom plate on the sander.
7. Hold belt in place making sure to keep your thumb and fingers away from rollers.
8. Continue to hold the belt depress the lever in a downward motion.
9. Check to see if belt is secure and properly in place. 
10. Check to see if the belt looks to be straight, if not use the adjustment knob to straighten it.
11. Dispose of belt properly into waste receptacle.

If possible have a student perform the process
