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Method Demonstration

How to Properly Use a Napkin

Materials Needed:

1. Table Setting

2. Cloth Napkin

3. Positive Attitude
Focus:

Teacher will role play a bad example of how to use a napkin at the dinner table. Teacher will then ask students “Why is it important to not use a napkin like I did during the role play”? Today students will learn how to properly use a napkin during meal time.

· Preview the steps verbally.

· Perform the demonstration step-by-step.

· Review the steps while asking questions.
Steps:

1. Once everyone is seated at the table, place napkin in your lap.

2. Unfold napkin under the table.

3. Place creased side towards you.

4. Use your napkin frequently to blot your lips, but do not blot your lips vigorously.

5. Keep napkin in lap until meal is finished.

6. If you must be excused from the table, place your napkin in your chair.

7. When leaving the table, place your napkin to the right of your dinner plate.
