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Method Demonstration

How to Tie a Scarf

Materials Needed:

1. Scarf

2. Mirror

3. Positive Attitude

Focus:
Teacher will walk into classroom with scarf tied improperly around neck. The teacher should proceed to tell students that he/she is dressed for a job interview. Teacher should then ask the students to identify a part of the teachers’ outfit that would not be appropriate to wear during a job interview. Students should respond by identifying the scarf around the teachers arm. Teacher should then open the lesson by telling students that a scarf can add professionalism to the job interview outfit if it is tied correctly.  

Safety:

Be careful not to tie the scarf to tight. This could result in choking or cause discomfort around the neck.

· Preview the steps verbally.

· Perform the demonstration step-by-step.

· Review the steps while asking questions.

Steps: 

1. Lay scarf flat on table.

2. Fold scarf in half diagonally.

3. Fold in half again.

4. Fold in half a third time.

5. Fold in half a fourth time.

6. Form a simple knot close to one end of the scarf.

7. Place scarf around the neck.

8. Feed the other end down through the knot loop and tighten.

9. Look in mirror and straiten scarf as needed.
