LIGHTING THE TORCH

Focus:  Have a scented candle and ask what you do with it.
Materials

1) Goggles/Dark Lenses
2) Gloves

3) Long Sleeve Shirt/Heavy Jacket

4) Spark lighter

5) Acetylene Cylinder
6) Oxygen Cylinder
7) Torch

Steps (Verbally) Safety – “Wear protective clothing and point torch away from equipment and students”.
1) Open the acetylene knob from the cylinder ¼ turn.

2) Open the oxygen knob from the cylinder fully (all the way).

3) Set the regulators to working pressure to:

i. Acetylene @ 5 psi.

ii. Oxygen @ 25 psi 

4) Point the torch away from equipment and individuals.

5) Slightly open the acetylene valve from the torch and light the torch with the spark lighter.

6) Adjust the acetylene flame to smoke free.

7) Open the oxygen valve and adjust the flame to a neutral setting.

8) Depress the cutting lever and readjust the flame to a neutral setting.

9) When Shutting Down

1. Turn Completely off:

a. Acetylene Cylinder

b. Oxygen Cylinder

2. Bleed the hoses

Review the Steps
Have students perform the process.
