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Purpose
The purpose of this lesson is to properly demonstrate how to use a miter saw safely and correctly.

1. demonstrate proper safety when using the miter saw;
2. adjust the miter saw to make a 90˚ cut; and

3. make a 90˚ cut with the miter saw.

Focus
How long does it usually take the average wood worker to finish a wood working project? Well, most of the time that depends on the project, but if you want to cut that time in half, then we have the tool for you! The miter saw is a great tool for making different angle cuts. It’s also a safe alternative to a skill saw and faster than a conventional miter box and saw.

Materials
Miter Saw

2x4 piece of lumber

Tape measure 

Safety Glasses

Pencil

Safety and New Terms

Be sure to wear protective eye wear

Keeps guards in place while cutting

Lock saw at desired angle before cutting

Hold lumber firmly against the fence while cutting 

Keep free hand clear of the saw while making a cut

Use only a saw with a sharp saw blade 

Always wear the appropriate clothing while working in the shop

Preview/Perform/Review Skill

Select the lumber to be cut

Measure and mark the lumber to the desired length to be cut
Place the lumber in correct position up against the fence

Let the saw achieve full speed before cutting wood

Slowly lower the blade and push the blade through the wood at a slow, constant rate

Once you have cut through the wood, raise the blade and wait for it to stop rotating 

before removing lumber
