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Cutting Demonstration
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Focus


Use a pair of scissors to try to cut a piece of metal. Ask the students why this is not working. Tell the students you need to use the correct tools in order to do a good job. So today we are going to cover the proper cutting procedures to ensure that we do a good job. 

Equipment and Materials – Show and Name

Safety Glasses

Gloves


Torch


Pipe

Safety

Always wear safety glasses at all times. Also wear proper clothing; long sleeve shirt, pants, gloves, leather boots or shoes. Always be aware of wear your sparks and slag is falling. Don’t want to burn anybody or burn any hoses. Turn off gases when finished.
Verbally go through steps

1. Put on your safety glasses

2. Put on your gloves

3. Make sure hoses are clear of cutting area to prevent slag from falling on them

4. Place the torch in right hand, placing your thumb on the oxygen lever

5. Use left hand to set the torch on for a guide and better stability 

6. Keep the tip of flame about ¼ inch away from metal
7. Wait for metal to form a liquid pool

8. When pool forms, press down on the oxygen lever to begin cut

9. Follow the marked area at a slow and steady pace

10. When cut is finished turn off the Acetylene gas

11. Turn off the Oxygen gas
