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Oxy Acetylene Start Up, Cutting, &Shut Down  

Focus:  Read the cutting giant poem.
Equipment:  Welding Gloves, Safety Goggles, Oxygen Cylinder, Acetylene Cylinder, 


         Oxygen and Acetylene Regulators and Hoses, Protective Clothing, Striker, 

                     Torch Butt and Cutting Tip.

Verbal Preview:

Set  Up

1. First make sure that all the torch valves are closed.

2. Second tighten or loosen the “T” valves on the regulators.

3. Third slowly crack open the oxygen cylinder.

4. Fourth open the oxygen cylinder the rest of the way. 

5. Fifth slowly crack open the acetylene cylinder.

6. Sixth turn the acetylene bottle a quarter of the way open.

7. Seventh adjust the oxygen pressure to recommended pressure.

8. Eighth adjust your acetylene to one fourth of your oxygen.

9. Ninth open oxygen valve all the way.

10. Tenth crack open your acetylene valve slow.
11. Eleven light the torch and add acetylene to preferred amount.

12. Twelve add oxygen with your mixing valve until you get an neutral flame.

Cutting 

1. Place the lit torch to your metal.

2. Wait until the mental turns cherry red and press the cutting lever.

3. Keep your torch at a slight angel. 

4. Don’t get the torch tip too close to the metal.

5. Go at a steady speed, not too fast, or too slow.

6. Cut on the out side of the line you measured or drew. Do not cut on the line

7. Make sure you cut all the way through the metal.

8. Cool off your metal.

Shut Down 

1. Turn off oxygen with your mixing valve first.

2. Turn off acetylene valve.

3. Turn off the oxygen at the torch butt.

4. Close the cylinders.

5. Crack open all the valves and release the trapped gas.
6. Close all valves.

7. Role up the hoses.
