Plant People

Focus/Interest Approach:


Bring in dead flowers. Explain to students that plants can’t sprout legs and walk to water and food. They can’t move to sunlight if needed. We have to provide them with care. Talk briefly about things plants need to survive.

List of Materials: (show & name all)
· 1 knee high

· 1-2 tablespoons seed

· About 1 ½ cups of soil

· 2 eyes

· soda can

· 1 piece construction paper

· Other desired decorations (pipe cleaner, buttons, etc.)

· Hot glue gun w/ extra glue (be very careful- HOT!!!)

Steps:  (verbally)

1. Take one knee high and hold it open

2. Pour seed into hose

3. Pour soil into hose, and shape into a ball

4. Tie hose in a knot to keep round shape

5. Hot glue eyes on (be very careful) 

· Nose and mouth if desired

6. After hot glue is dry submerge the head in water until completely saturated

7. Set the head aside

Decorate can (body) as desired

9. 
Fill can ½ full w/ water

10. 
Stick hose down into can to absorb water w/ head resting on top 

Now you have your very own Plant Person!!! 
Check water daily & watch it’s hair grow

Have students perform skill while classmates tell him/her steps

Have all students make a plant person
