Hand Tool Demonstration

Using a Screwdriver

Purpose: To properly demonstrate the safe and proper way of using a hand screwdriver to screw a wood screw into a piece of wood.

Focus: How many times would you like to use a cordless drill and the battery is not charged? Then you have to rely on the old technique of the hand screwdriver and good ole’ muscle. But when the job is done you can say, “I put that together by hand”, literally.

Safety/Materials:

· Safety glasses/goggles

· Philips or Flathead screwdriver

· Screws (wood) 

· Block of wood (1x4 x10 or 2x4x10)

· Cordless drill without battery

New Terms:

Philips Head

Vice (if used)

Threads

Verbal Steps:

1. Place safety glasses on face

2. Secure piece of wood (other student holding or use a vice)

3. Place screw point end down on one corner of wood (left or right hand)

4. Firmly hold screw in place with thumb and forefinger

5. Grasp screwdriver in opposite hand

6. Line screwdriver up with head of screw vertically to wood

7. Apply pressure to screw and balance with thumb & forefinger

8. Begin turning screwdriver clockwise until screw threads grab wood, then remove thumb & forefinger

9. Continue turning screw until head is flush with top of wood surface

Review Demonstration & Check for Understanding:

10. Place safety glasses on face

11. Secure piece of wood(other student holding or use a vice)

12. Place screw point end down on one corner of wood (left or right hand)

13. Firmly hold screw in place with thumb and forefinger

14. Grasp screwdriver in opposite hand

15. Line screwdriver up with head of screw vertically to wood

16. Apply pressure to screw and balance with thumb & forefinger

17. Begin turning screwdriver clockwise until screw threads grab wood, then remove thumb & forefinger

18. Continue turning screw until head is flush with top of wood surface
