Demonstration Plan

Focus:  Get students to state a few famous people.  Have the students then relate the people with the way they dress.  Then tell them about how a person should look during an interview. 

Materials: 

1. Tie

2. Mirror

3. Collared Button down shirt

4. Willingness to succeed

Steps:

1. The wide end "W" should extend about 12 inches below narrow end "N". Cross wide end "W" over narrow end "N".
2. Bring wide end "W" up around and behind narrow end "N".
3. Bring wide end "W" up.
4. Pull wide end "W" up and through the loop.
5. Bring wide end "W" around front, over narrow end "N" from left to right.
6. Again, bring wide end "W" up and through the loop.
7. Bring wide end "W" down through the knot in front.
8. Using both hands, tighten the knot carefully and draw up to collar.
