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Method Demonstration Plan 

Title: How to use a Power Miter Box Saw

Purpose: To teach students how to effectively and safely operate a Power Miter Box Saw.

Focus: How does finishing your wood working projects in half the time sound to you?  The Power Miter Box Saw is the solution, not only is it safe, but very easy to use and it is very versatile with its different angles of cutting.  This saw is also known as the chop saw, because of its appearance and movement.  Today we will be demonstrating the proper use of the Power Miter Box Saw.

Materials:  Power Miter Box Saw


        2x4 piece of lumber


        Tape measure


        Safety Glasses


Safety & New Terms: Be sure to wear protective eye wear or face shield to protect eyes               




   from sawdust and other debris.




   Keep guards in place while cutting




   Lock saw safely at the angle of the cut 




   Hold lumber firmly against the fence 




   Keep free hand clear of the cutting area




   Work only with a sharp saw blade




   Always wear proper clothing

Preview steps verbally: Select lumber to be cut




    Measure and mark the lumber to desired length

  


    Place lumber in correct position to be cut

    Let the saw come up to speed before cutting the wood.

Slowly lower the spinning blade toward the wood, and keep pushing through the wood at a smooth, slow constant rate.

Once you have cut through the wood let the blade come to a full stop before raising it again.
