Lesson Title:

Safe Handling and Restraining of Animals

Purpose:

The purpose of this lesson is to inform students of the proper way of animal handling procedures used during training and restraining methods for use when routine skills are being performed.

1.  Describe appropriate halter training methods for cattle and horses.


2.  Explain proper restraining procedures for various classes of livestock.

Focus:

The teacher will discuss with the class on how hard it would be show cattle at a livestock show if they were not halter broke.  The class would be placed in groups and they would list out the out come of this question.  After their groups each group would share with the class their findings.

A.  Introduction

· Importance of livestock handling

· Persons involved in raising livestock

B.  Haltering Livestock

· Two types of livestock that are haltered 

· Cattle

· Horses

· Important to halter break when livestock is young.

· Haltering the Calf:

· Beginning (first couple of days)

· Calf should be haltered in tied up for short intervals

· Allow two feet of rope between the calf and the tie

· Tie at the same level of the calves head

· End (all after the first week)

· Lead the calf to feed and water

· Start leading the calf for short distances 

· When calf balks get assistance or try turning it in a circle.  

· Haltering the Foal:

· Catching the foal

· Be very careful and quite

· Very good idea to start when the foal is young and still at the mares side.  

· Get the foal use to you before putting the halter on it.  Brush and pet regularly.

· Putting the halter on and tying 

· Place the halter on gently and calmly.  

· Tie the foals head up higher to its body so it will not injure its self. 

· When tying the foal use an inter tube to support the pull of the foal.

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Lesson Title:

Livestock Transportation

Purpose:  

The purpose of this lesson is to inform students of the types and importance of livestock transportation.  

Objectives:

Following this lesson, the student will be able to:

1. List the types of livestock transportation used.

2. Identify the proper handling of the livestock during transportation.

Focus: 

The teacher will begin by setting up 4 chairs and put string around it to simulate a trailer.  Have as many students fit into the space that you have created to were they are all squeezed in and they feel a cramped.  Then ask the students how they feel while they are still in the so called trailer.  After their responses have them sit down and ask the class if they would like to go on a trip or ride to school everyday in this condition.    

Lesson Content:


A.  History of Livestock Transportation

· 1800’s and early 1900’s livestock was transported in the way of Cattle Drives

· This was the most practical way of transporting livestock

· The next form of transportation were train and river travel

· Then, came the truck, trailer and the use of air travel.  


B.  Types of Livestock Transportation

· Trailer – used to haul livestock to shows, breeding establishments, new owners, and sale headquarters.  

· Two main types are gooseneck and bumper – pull.  

· Each of these has several variations of length, height and width 


· Trailers range in length from 12ft to 36ft.  

· Truck – used to haul livestock, such as sheep and goats.    

· Minimizes handling of livestock

· More flexible than other methods

· Air - used to haul livestock in a hurry and long distances. 

· Important for time- sensitive, high valued livestock.  

· Breeding stock

· Water – to haul livestock across water ways. 

· Inexpensive mode of transportation.

· Used a lot along the Mississippi River

· Slower, and more inflexible since it is limited to water

C.  Proper Handling of Livestock

· Drive carefully – drive at a moderate, constant speed.  Fast, jerky driving causes more stress to the animals.

· Proper ventilation – provide plenty of fresh air without drafts

· Teach livestock to load early in life – especially in horses

· Water animals frequently

· Be calm when loading and unloading

· Control insects

· Separate livestock when needed-  would not put a stud and a mare next to each other in the trailer if possible

· Avoid shipping during weather extremes

· Meat animals transported to slaughter need special care to avoid stress and bruising.  Which can down grade carcass

· The floors need to have adequate footing.  So the livestock will not slip and injury their selves.  

· Adequate space is important for the animal’s comfort

D.  Conclusion:

· To transport livestock in the safest, most economical and the most efficient manner, the livestock’s welfare and the type of transportation must be considered.  These factors are important to consider no matter what species is being transported and for what purpose the livestock that is being transported.  If these things are considered, the owner will have healthier animals, and a higher profitable return.  
Guided Practice:
Using a poster board with each of the livestock transportation devices and pictures of different species of livestock, the students will discuss and help match up the transportation device with the appropriate animal or animals. 
Independent Practice:
The students will compare and contrast the different types of livestock transportation devices on a piece of paper.  Also, students must list and describe 5 proper handling examples on the same paper.
