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	Effective Directions


EXAMPLE:

When I say “Get It,” open your notebook to a blank page and write the heading Introduction to Ag Careers. What questions are there? Get It!

EXAMPLE:

At your table you will find an envelope. When I say “Go,” the team foreperson will open the envelope and read the recipe to the group, and then gather the first ingredient and bring it to your table. What questions do you have? GO!
EXAMPLE:

When you hear “Research,” you will receive a research packet full of information on your animals. Complete the included worksheet (Attracting Certain Animals to My Backyard) to help steer your knowledge in the right direction. You will have 10 minutes to complete this worksheet. What questions do you have? RESEARCH!

· EXAMPLE:  (Component Breakdown)
· Signal Words/Statements -or- Opening:

· “Everyone please pause.  When I say “Crops” you and a partner will need to…”

· Cognitive Tasks Performed:

· “…compare and contrast the two crops discussed today.”

· Logistical Directions:

· “On a clean piece of paper folded hotdog style, create two columns, one for each crop.  In each column you will make five comparisons and five contrasts for the two crops.  When finished please sit quietly and await further directions.”

· Time:

· “You have two minutes to complete this task.”

· Check for Understanding:

· “Hold up one finger if you have questions, two fingers if you understand, or three fingers if you could teach the directions to a classmate.”

· Signal Word:

· “CROPS!”
