· Setting context at the beginning of a lesson

EXAMPLE:
Yesterday we talked about the ways soils form. This week we are going to work on how soils affect agriculture so that we can provide a great environment for our plants. Today, we are going to taste what you felt, that’s right, we’re eating dirt!

EXAMPLE:
Thank you for making the effort to be here and in your seats. Yesterday, we set some goals that we are going to strive toward while in high school. We are headed towards our career goals and our future has a lot of opportunity. Today, it’s something of a careers buffet. Let’s see what that buffet is all about by checking out the school on the screen. Listen for words like “bazillion” and “equation” and a phrase “the sky’s the limit.” What words? Students should repeat back the words. Good. Here we go.

EXAMPLE:

Today we are going to learn more about the birds and the bees, and how to attract them and other wildlife into our backyards. You have been studying plant science this past unit. With your expert knowledge on plant science and what we know from our animal science information from last semester, you will join the two together as we learn how we can attract wildlife to our homes through landscaping with colorful plants, water sources and shelter.

EXAMPLE:

The video gave us a great introduction to how landscaping can play a major role in attracting animals that will help beautify your home. We are now going to delve a little deeper into how we can attract certain animals into our backyards.
EXAMPLE:

As we continue our agribusiness unit, we will be able to see the relationship of things that we value and things of value in agriculture. We will cover net worth, cash flow, income statements and record keeping.
· Setting context at the end of the lesson

EXAMPLE:

Today we learned how attracting certain wildlife species to your yard can be beneficial. Bees and butterflies can pollinate flowers, birds provide beautiful songs to listen to and even bats can be beneficial when they catch mosquitoes and other pests. In order to attract these animals, you need to establish a habitat. You all did an awesome job preparing your diagrams. One more round of applause for all of you today.

EXAMPLE:

Good work. We have all seen today the many things of value in our life. We have seen the importance of having personal values like honesty as well as the importance of the things of value on our farm and keeping track of this information. We will continue this discussion tomorrow so come prepared to talk about CASH FLOW!

EXAMPLE:

When I say “Get It,” open your notebook to a blank page and write the heading Introduction to Ag Careers. What questions are there? Get It!

EXAMPLE:

At your table you will find an envelope. When I say “Go,” the team foreperson will open the envelope and read the recipe to the group, and then gather the first ingredient and bring it to your table. What questions do you have? GO!
EXAMPLE:

When you hear “Research,” you will receive a research packet full of information on your animals. Complete the included worksheet (Attracting Certain Animals to My Backyard) to help steer your knowledge in the right direction. You will have 10 minutes to complete this worksheet. What questions do you have? RESEARCH!
