b. Addressed the six annual priorities for the University (listed in associations for objectives within WEAVEonline;  areas have the opportunity to choose alignment links to these).

c. Reinforced the campus compact with the A&M system (listed as a separate unit in WEAVEonline and available for view by logging in with username “University” and password “spring09”).
