Students must enroll in English during their first semester at Tarleton and every regular semester thereafter until the freshman
English core curriculum requirement [i.e., ENGL 111 & 112] has been satisfied.

Mathematics: Students will be placed into mathematics courses in accordance with the University’s Placement and Continuing
Enrollment Rules. Students must enroll in mathematics during their first semester at Tarleton unless they are eligible for placement
into college-level mathematics [MATH 107 or higher]. Students eligible for placement into college-level mathematics may choose to
postpone initial mathematics enroliment until their second regular semester at Tarleton.
