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Dr. Don Beach Named Regents Professor

Dr. Don Beach, professor in Tarleton’s Department of Educational Leadership and Policy
Studies, was named Regents Professor at the Texas A&M University System Board of Regents
meeting held Dec. 4-5, 2008. Beach was one of 13 Texas A&M University System faculty members
to receive this honor. The Regents Professor Award program was established in 1996 to recognize
and honor faculty members who have made exemplary contributions to their university or agency
and to the people of the state of Texas.

Dr. Beach received his bachelor’s and master’s degrees from Texas Tech University and his
doctorate from the George Peabody College of Vanderbilt University. He began his career in public
schools as a science teacher and started his career in higher education at the University of Texas at
Arlington.

In 1981, Dr. Beach came to Tarleton as Professor and Dean of the School of Education and
Fine Arts. In 1987, he stepped down to assume full-time teaching responsibilities and to work on
publishing a textbook. Dr. Beach is the author or co-author of 10 textbooks and has had one of his
books translated into Korean. He has taught and advised many students while remaining an active
and well-recognized contributor to the improvement of teachers, teaching, school leadership and
administration.

Dr. Beach has received numerous awards at Tarleton including the O.A. Grant Excellence
in Teaching Award, the ATE Laureate Award for Outstanding Contributions to the Teaching
Profession from the Association of Teacher Education, and the Ted Booker Award for Outstanding
Contribution to Teacher Education from the Texas Society of College Teachers of Education.
