Information & Instructions for Secondary and 
All-Level Practicum in Teaching 

Prior to seeking admission to a practicum in teaching, one must be admitted to the Tarleton Teacher Education Program (see “Admission Standards and Procedures”). Students are urged to study requirements for admission and retention in the program. Application for practicum in teaching must be submitted to the Director of Field Experiences no later than October 15 or February 15 one year prior to the semester in which the student plans to do the practicum. 

Read the following pages carefully before completing application packet. 

Requirements for Secondary and All-Level Practicum in Teaching 

1. Before being admitted to the Practicum in Teaching Program, each student teacher must have: 

• senior classification and prior admission to the Teacher Education Program; 

• completed EDU 320 or 335, 330, 430, PSY 303 or 220, and RDG 351 with a minimum GPA of 2.6 and no grade lower than “C”: in professional education courses; 

• 2.6 GPA and no grade lower than "C" in teaching field courses; 

• a GPA of 2.6 on all course work that is listed and has been completed on the certificate

plan; 

• formal approval of the Teacher Education Council; 

• removed all incomplete grades prior to the first day of class of the semester in which the

student teaching is done; 

• presentation and/or documentation of acceptable professional development and leadership

activities. Requirements are available from individual departments. 

• completion of at least 75% of the hours in each teaching field delivery system, or

supplemental certificates. 

2. The college assumes the full responsibility for contacting the public schools regarding 

your placement. Under no condition are you to contact the public schools regarding your student teaching or any problem relating to it unless authorized by the Director of Field Experiences. With the increasing number of student teachers, the reasons for this policy are obvious. 

3. Candidates for certification who do not satisfactorily complete their student teaching are automatically dropped from the Teacher Education Program. In order to regain eligibility for practicum in teaching and be recommended for certification, a candidate must reapply for admission.
