Introduction to Flash Lab #4
In this lab we will diverge a bit and do exercises not related to our website.  The information in these chapters is mostly preparatory for upcoming chapters.  In this lab you will be required to do the following tasks using your text book and publish them to the web in an HTML document titled lab4.html

1. Draw a perfect circle next to a rectangle with rounded edges.

2. Fill the circle with a radial gradient that you have modified.

3. Fill the rectangle with a linear gradient you have modified and change the stroke of the line around the rectangle to a different color and make it dashed.

4. Type your name on the page in a thick font. With the text selected, choose Modify( Break apart, and then choose Modify(Break apart again.  Flash should now recognize the letters as shapes.  Use the ink tool to change the stroke to a different color and texture.

5. Publish this file with both the HTML and Flash options selected in the Publish settings.
6. Start a new Flash document and using the pen tool, draw a circle with a yellow fill. Your circle doesn’t have to be perfect, and it probably won’t!
7. Using the paintbrush tool, add two black eyes and mouth for a happy face.

8. Publish this file with only Flash selected.
9. Open HTML file created earlier in Flash.

10. Insert new Flash file into document.  Resize both files using the height and width values in Flash.

11. Insert a behavior detects the flash player in the browser and redirects users that do not have the player to your main page.
