Students should be aware of those who wish to gain access to the 

communities by ñtailgating.ò  Tailgaters attempt to enter facilities by 

walking in with other students who have swiped their cards.  Be alert and 

do not allow anyone access to your home who you do not know to be a 

member of the community.  Whenever entering or exiting, residents are 

encouraged to make certain that doors close completely behind them.  

Allowing people to tailgate, sharing your ID card, or propping doors open 

compromises the security and safety of all residents.
