1. The Online Catalog provides access to 
books located in the library, as well as 
E-books to read/checkout. 

2. Databases provide full-text articles and 
citations in subject areas, including law, 
business, sociology, psychology, nursing, 
education, biology, chemistry, history, 
English, criminal justice, and much more! 

3. E-Journals with content in a variety of 
subject areas can be accessed from off 
campus and read online. 

4. TexShare Card lets you check out items 
from other libraries when desired titles 
are not in Tarleton Libraries’ collections. 

5. Interlibrary Loan allows you to request 
materials from other libraries if Tarleton 
Libraries’ collections do not include all 
the resources you need. 

6. NetLibrary accesses electronic books, 
which can be located using the libraries’ 
online catalog. Browse the book or check 
it out online for 24 hours of personal use.
