POINT SYSTEM FOR PROGRAM ADMISSION

Applicants who meet the minimum requirements—application materials and TEAS® scores submitted by deadline, >=2.75 GPA on designated courses, ability to complete all program prerequisite courses with a minimum grade of C prior to the program enrollment, >=national baccalaureate program average on the TEAS®, and 110 points before residency points are added—are ranked by using the point system.  Ranking applicants who meet the minimum requirements in descending order using accumulated points is the method used to fill available admission slots. 

Points are awarded in the following categories.  The total number of possible points for all five categories is 200 points.

Maximum # points = 48
	Course points awarded for the initial attempt at program prerequisite science and English courses (A&P I & II, Chemistry, Microbiology, Freshman English I & II) completed by the March 1 for fall semester entry and September 1 for spring semester entry.
· Only a grade of “C” or better on the first attempt will be used for points in this category.  No points will be awarded if the 1st attempt resulted in withdrawal from the course or in a grade lower than “C”.

	The Admission GPA is the calculated grade point average (GPA) based on the completion of A&P I & II, Chemistry, Microbiology, Freshman English I & II by the application deadline. Course(s) may be repeated to satisfy the Admission GPA.

	The Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS®) is a standardized, timed, multiple-choice computerized test designed to assess the academic preparedness of entry-level nursing students.  Composite scores are computed in four areas (Reading, Math, Science and English). For admission to the Nursing Program, the overall composite percentage score (reading and math) will be used to determine admission points. 

See the TEAS® Information Sheet available in the Nursing Office for location and details about the exam. 

The student may use their SAT or ACT scores for a period of five (5) years from the date of testing in lieu of the TEAS® if the student has a

· Combined Verbal and Mathematics score of 1110 on the Scholastic Achievement Test (SAT), or a 

· Composite score of 24 on both the English and Mathematics sections on the ACT.

Maximum # of points = 22
	Overall points are awarded by members of the SAMAS Committee based on: (1) a review of transcripts; (2) the composite scores on the Reading, Math, Science and English sections of the TEAS®; (3) history of advisement; (4) content & writing quality of the applicant narrative; and (5) reference selection and content.  

For example, lower points will be given if the applicant has: (1) a history of course withdrawals, repeated courses or little or no success in completing >=12 SCHs); (2) low TEAS® reading skills score or repeated attempts necessary to achieve an acceptable TEAS® score; (3) no or limited nursing program advising sessions; (4) illegible handwriting and/or poor narrative content, grammar and sentence structure; and (5) negative reference evaluation(s) or selecting family members and friends for references.

	Residency is based on your current enrollment and number of BSN program requirements completed at Tarleton State University.

· Enrollment at Tarleton during the semester of application submission = 15 points

· Completion of ( 30 hours BSN program requirements at Tarleton. = 35 points.
