Application and Entrance Procedures

Potential graduate students should apply to the College of Graduate Studies at least one month prior to the beginning of the semester in which they wish to enroll.  Forms may be obtained from the Office of Graduate Studies (254-968-9104) in Stephenville, online, or at the Hickman Building in Fort Worth.  An application fee is required.  Official transcripts of previous academic course work must be submitted to the Office of Graduate Studies.  Graduate Record Exam (GRE) scores are required for admission to the College of Graduate Studies. Scores must be submitted before the completion of the first six semester hours of graduate courses at Tarleton (see guidelines established by the College of Graduate Studies).  

Full Admission. Admission to any graduate degree program is granted by the Dean of the College of Graduate Studies upon recommendation of the department of proposed study. Full admission is awarded to applicants who meet the following requirements:

· a bachelor's degree from an accredited U.S. institution or the equivalent from

a foreign institution;

· a minimum grade point average (based on a 4-point scale) of 3.0 on the last

60 hours of credit completed;

acceptable scores on the Aptitude Test of the GRE; 

· submission of a 200-300 word essay addressing professional and career

goals.

Completion of specific departmental admission requirements and recommendation for admission from the appropriate department may be required for admission to the chosen field of study.

Conditional Admission. A student who does not qualify for full admission

may be granted conditional admission. Conditional admission will not be granted, however, to a student whose GPA is less than 2.5 on the last 60 hours of course work completed.

GRE scores must be submitted at the time of application if the GPA is below

3.0. When a student entering on conditional admission has satisfied all

conditions, he/she may be granted full admission after being recommended by

the academic department. Applicants who for reasons beyond their control cannot provide official

documents required for admission to the College of Graduate Studies by the time

of initial enrollment may be admitted for one semester pending receipt of the required documents.
The Department of Curriculum and Instruction offers orientation meetings in EDU 501 or as scheduled by the graduate advisor. Contact the program graduate advisor as listed below for orientation dates.

6. write a proposal using following the requirements of the department;
7. communicate findings of research in a professional manner.

General Information
The advisor for each program will act as the student’s advisor until the student has an official degree plan. 

· While enrolled in EDU 501 it is recommended that a graduate committee be selected for the student. The committee will be composed of a chair and 2 members.   

· The chair of the student’s graduate committee will then be the student’s advisor.  The chair will discuss the requirements for the Graduate Research Project.  The Project meets the requirements of a comprehensive exam.  

Research courses leading to the completion of the Graduate Research Project (EDU 501, EDU 598 EDU 586, and EDU 585) must be taken in the sequence approved by the committee chair. Continuous enrollment is required until the completion of the project. 

Approval of the Institutional Review Board (IRB) must be obtained for projects that include work with human subjects.

· If the student does not make satisfactory progress on the Graduate Research Project, a professional growth plan may be recommended by the student’s committee.  

· If the committee does not approve the Graduate Research Project, in either EDU 586 or EDU 585 the student must re-enroll in that course until committee approval is obtained.

· While in EDU 585, the student must complete the Completion of Graduate Project form and submit it to the Curriculum and Instruction office by the following deadlines for the semester of graduation:  for spring graduation, March 1; summer graduation, June 5; fall graduation, October 1.

· The Graduate Research Project must be completed and approved by the student’s committee by the following timeline for the semester of graduation:  for spring graduation, April 15; summer graduation, July 15; fall graduation, November 15.

Comprehensive Exam Equivalent

Candidates for any of the master's degrees at Tarleton must satisfactorily pass a comprehensive examination. (see Graduate Handbook p.28). In lieu of the Comprehensive Exam, the Department of Curriculum and Instructions requires a Culminating Graduate Experience.  The purpose of the Culminating Graduate Experience for the Masters Degree in Curriculum and Instruction is for student demonstration of the proficiencies established for the program and application of the concepts and knowledge acquired throughout the course of study.  The Culminating Graduate Experience consists of an action research project carried out by the student which has been approved by the student’s Graduate Committee. EDU 501, EDU 598, EDU 586 (Seminar 1), and provide students with an opportunity to learn the fundamental research skills needed to develop the action research project EDU 585
Results of the major project or action research are to be presented to the education community orally, with an accompanying written report presented to the student’s Graduate Committee.  The written and oral presentations must be completed at a satisfactory level in order for the student to meet the graduate requirement of completion of the Comprehensive Examination.  Performance rubrics may be provided by the student’s committee chair.  

While enrolled in EDU 501 the student, with approval of the committee chair selects a topic for the research project. In EDU 598 the student, in conjunction with his/her Graduate Committee creates a research design.  Once this has been approved by the committee, the student will submit a proposal to his/her committee members.  When satisfied, the Committee will inform the student in writing of their approval of the proposal.  The student may then enroll in EDU 586 Seminar 1.
While enrolled in EDU 585, the student will complete the action research project and will meet with the committee to decide criteria for the approval of the completed project.

The graduate committee will determine whether the student has met the requirements for the Graduate Research Project. If the Graduate Research Project does not meet the criteria established in either EDU 586 Seminar 1 or EDU 585, the student will reenroll in that course each consecutive semester until approval is granted by the graduate committee. A thesis option is available for all options.

      Students must apply for graduation by March 1, June 5, or October 1.

Thesis Option
Not every graduate program at Tarleton requires a thesis for completion of a master's degree. The Master of Arts, Master of Science, and some majors in the Master of Education degree provide a thesis option. This is an option for the Master of Education in Curriculum and Instruction.

Students must have full admission to a degree program and the permission of the department head to enroll in thesis. A thesis will not be accepted unless a student has completed a minimum of six semester hours of thesis course work (588). 

The Thesis Manual, which contains details regarding the preparation and submission of a thesis for approval, is available in the Graduate Office and on the graduate college website. Students who plan to pursue a thesis should obtain a copy of this manual early in their graduate programs.

Thesis Credit
Students who pursue a thesis are required to enroll each semester in at least one thesis course until the thesis is completed. Those who make satisfactory progress will be given the grade of I. Once the thesis has been approved and accepted, the final six semester hours of thesis will be assigned the grade of S. The thesis grade of S is not included in the GPA calculation for the degree major or minor.

Students who select the Thesis Option for the Master of Education in Curriculum and Instruction should make this decision early in their program with the guidance of their advisor to prevent the accumulation of unneeded credits.

Roles and Responsibilities

Roles and Responsibilities of the Student: 

· Maintain ethical conduct during the work on and completion of the Graduate Research Project.

· Produce original research work meeting the standards of the graduate program 

· Complete paperwork as required.

· Contact the committee chair no later than the first week of the semester in which the student is enrolled in any of the following courses: EDU 598, EDU 586 (Seminar 1, 2 or 3), or EDU 585.

· Enroll continuously in graduate research classes each semester until the research project has been approved. 

· Find an editor to review all paperwork before submitting it to the committee chair.

· EDU 586 Seminar 1:

· Submit the research project proposal (Chapter 1-3) to the committee chair for review and recommendations for improvement (following completion of EDU 598).

· Revise the proposal as recommended and resubmit to committee chair for approval. After chair approval, the chair will submit the proposal to committee members for recommendations and/or approval.  

· Complete, submit and receive approval of the required IRB proposal if working with human subjects.

· EDU 586 Seminar 2 & 3 or EDU 585

· Initiate and maintain communication with the chair regarding progress of the research study and meetings.

· Maintain the agreed timeline.

· Submit completed research project (Chapters 1-5) to committee chair for review and recommendations for improvement following the agreed upon timeline(typically, 4-6 weeks prior to the completion of  EDU  586 Seminar 3 or EDU 585).

· Revise the completed research project as recommended and resubmit to committee chair for approval. After chair approval, the chair will submit the proposal to committee members for recommendations and/or approval. 

· With the committee chair, plan to present the research project to a professional audience. 

Roles and Responsibilities of the Committee Chair: 

· Meet with the student to provide guidance, assistance, and serve as a resource in planning and completing the research project.

· Direct the student toward the successful completion of the research project proposal (Chapters 1-3).

· Approve the proposal and submit corrected copies of the proposal to the committee members for their recommendations and/or approval.

· Set the requirements and timeline.

· Direct the student toward the successful completion of the final research project (Chapters 1-5). 

· Approve the final research project and submit corrected copies to the committee members for their recommendations and/or approval.

· Monitor and keep records of student progress and feedback from committee members.

· Maintain contact with the committee to keep members updated on progress the student has made. 

· Facilitate the committee recommendations and approval, and submit paperwork in a timely manner.

· Assist student in scheduling a presentation of the research project to a professional audience.

Roles and Responsibilities of the Committee Members:

· Agree to serve as a committee member. 

· Serve as a resource to the student.

· Review, make recommendations, and/or approve the proposal (Chapter 1-3) after the chair has approved it.

· Review, make recommendations, and/or approve the final research project (Chapter 1-5) after the chair has approved it. 

· Attend the presentation of the final research project, if possible.
