TSU Army ROTC puts you in control of your future. Our 
special instruction — academic, social and ethical — will 
prepare you for service to your country and for a lifetime 
of success as a LEADER.

As an Army ofþcer, 
the signiþcant responsibility and opportunity to lead 
others in varied conditions and situations distinguishes 
you from your peers.

Second Lieutenants in the U.S. Army 
have a starting pay and allowances of $38,000 annually, 
increasing to over $60,000 within four years. Beneþts also 
include full     medical and dental coverage and 30 days 
of paid vacation a year. They also have the opportunity 
to attend funded graduate school programs (including 
medical school).

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NO MILITARY  OBLIGATION 
FOR NON-CONTRACTED 
CADETS
Until you accept a scholarship or 
decide, as a junior, that you want a 
commission as a Second Lieutenant 
in the United States Army, there is 
absolutely no military obligation 
incurred. ROTC is simply a series 
of college classes and activities that 

allow you to earn elective credits. Your involvement in our 
program can be as low-key as taking a single one hour class 
every week, or as dynamic as participating in physical þtness 
training, leadership training (on- and off-campus) and social 
functions. Most students start by trying a weekly class and 
then gradually increase their involvement as they experience 
the camaraderie, mentorship and professional leadership 

development that is an integral part of this program.

NURSING EDUCATION
TSU Department of  Nursing is an exceptional program (BSN) 
that is fully coordinated with TSU Army ROTC. We offer 
special four-year, three year and two-year nursing scholarships 
available for ALL qualiþed applicants with total incentives 
worth over $40,000 for a four-year scholarship winner. Nursing 

students who are ROTC cadets 
attend a three-week Nursing Student 
Training Program (NSTP) between 
their junior and senior years.  This 
summer program provides dynamic 
and intensive clinical training in 
one of the many Army hospitals 
throughout the world. Nursing 
students who graduate with a BSN 
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and successfully complete ROTC receive a commission as a 
Second Lieutenant in the Army Nurse Corps. Once commissioned, 
they can specialize in critical care, perioperative, OB-GYN or 
psych-mental health nursing. 
Nurse Corps Ofþcers are more than technicians ñ they are leaders 
and experienced Army nurses, in critical demand once they leave 
the military.

STUDENT ATHLETES
TSU Army ROTC fully supports our University’s varsity athletic 
program. Many of our cadets ñ both male and female ñ are 
active members of varsity sports teams. We understand the 
additional time and effort that membership in these activities 
involves, and we adjust our schedules to accommodate our student 
athletes.
