Nelda Cox Eastman was the daughter of Thomas Lee Cox and Myrtle Davis and the granddaughter of
Isaac Newton Cox and Martha “Dolly” Yarborough. Isaac and Dolly were from Alabama and were early
settlers of Center Grove.

The collection documents the activities of Nelda Cox Eastman, a member of an early family in Center
Grove. Some of the significant topics represented in the collection are area cemeteries and the names of
Center Grove citizens buried in each and a brief history of Center Grove with a listing of genealogical
information about the community’s early settlers. Materials are largely textual comprising three copies of
a nine-page typescript written by Eastman in 1970. The other format in the file is a hand-drawn may
showing Center Grove’s location in relation to Stephenville, Texas.
